All vines have been organically farmed since 2012.

Grape varieties
55% Grenache ; 20% Syrah ; 20% Mourvedre ; 5% Carignan

Vineyard
Vines are grown in clay soils, covered with ronded pebbles.

Vinification
The harvest is hand-picked, meticulously sorted and 100% distempt. It’s a traditional vinification with temperature
control. No yeast added. This wine is agged in a barrels and tank.

Tasting
This wine is a powerful wine, balanced, silky tannins and a beautiful length in the mouth.
